The global season is essentially made up of several significant parts,
the ISU Challenger Series, the ISU Grand Prix Series (where skaters
are invited based on their international rankings), National Events,
European, Four Continents, World Junior and Senior Championships.
The Summer 2025 edition recaps the first three.

Last August we attended the Crystal Challenge in Melbourne at the
O’Brien Icehouse. Situated in the Docklands Entertainment District,
the facility is also home to the Olympic Winter Institute of Australia.
This event is of particular note on local skating calendar, as many
skaters use it to achieve the technical element scores necessary for
national championship and international competition consideration.

Days before our latest e-zine was due to go live, we learned the tragic
news of a commercial plane crash in Washington D.C. which took the lives
of 28 rising stars of U.S. skating, their coaches and families. That horrific
moment was also compounded by the passing of Dick Button, a two-time
Olympic Men'’s Singles Champion who was perhaps the sport’s strongest
advocate and supporter. This edition is dedicated to their shared memory.

As always aussieSKATES would like to thank renowned sports
photographer, Robin Ritoss. Robin kindly supplied us with stunning
images of Australia’s and New Zealand’s representatives in action,
from the various competitions she has photographed this season.

We would also like to mention Flavio Valle, who allowed us to use
images of Anastasia Golubeva and Hektor Giotopoulos Moore
competing in the Pairs Short Program from the 2024 ISU Grand Prix -
Skate Canada International.

Yanhao Li

The Junior Men’s Singles Rising Star from New Zealand
dominates the 2024 /25 ISU Championship Season

Yanhao Li is @ man on a mission.

Without a doubt, this year has been quite a breakthrough journey for the sixteen year old. Catching the
attention of the skating world when he debuted on the ISU Junior Grand Prix Circuit two years ago, in 2023
the athlete made history by becoming the first competitor from New Zealand to secure a medal of any
colour at a major championship event. (The skater won bronze at the 2023 ISU JGP of Bangkok.)

Since then, Li has taken gold at the 2024 Cranberry Cup International in Norwood, U.S.A, gold at the 2024
ISU JGP Bangkok, Thailand, and bronze at the 2024 ISU JGP Wuxi, China. The combined points earned
from the latter two events, won Li a coveted spot against the five best junior men in the world at the 2024
ISU Junior Grand Prix Series Final in Grenoble, France.

Including the triple axel in both his short program and free skating routines this season, has moved the
athlete into the upper echalon of the sport. Aiming for bigger and better things down the track, Li and his
longtime coach, Bess Cao, are working on quadruple jumps needed to be competitive at the junior (and
the senior) level as well.

His ambitious (but entirely possible) aim for the remainder of the 2025 season, according to a recent
feature article from Golden Skate, is to earn a combined total score of 240 points for the short program
and the free skate and reach the podium at the World Junior Championshps.

aussieSKATES would like to wish Li and Cao all the best at the event in Debrecen, Hungary.

Team Australia competes at the 2024 /25 ISU Challenger Series

Launched for the 2014-2015 season, the ISU Challenger Series is a multi-event global round robin.
Linked across Asia, Europe and North America, the prestigious tourney allow athletes invited from around
the globe to test and showcase their new programs and skills leading into important national and major
international championship events.

The world-recognised challenger is also an opportunity for skaters to earn precious ranking points and
receive vital judged feedback. They are also a key opportunity for individuals and teams to earn or maintain
the combined technical element scores necessary for qualification consideration into championship-level
competitions such as the European, Four Continents and World Figure Skating Championships.

For the 2024/25 season, these eleven stops were listed in chronological order as the:

ISU 2024 /25
Grand Prix Series

Team Australia and Team USA compete at the
prestigious ISU Senior Grand Prix Series

With less than 400 days until the Olympic Winter Games commence in Milano, Italy, the World’s best skaters
are continuing to push themselves and each other to reinforce and solidify medal consideration on the
international and championship circuits. This season in particular, proved once again that nothing is ever a
given. While many of the veteran identities handed in solid results as expected, there were also athletes who
seemingly appeared from nowhere as well as some familiar faces on the comeback trail as well.

Thanks to their excellent results from the Four Continents and World Figure Skating Championships,
Australia’s Holly Harris and Jason Chan returned to Skate Canada International for the third
successive year. With the team'’s training base located in Montreal, an invitation to Skate Canada is a
nice bonus in their yearly competition schedule.

Now in the second year as senior competitors, Anastasia Golubeva and Hektor Giotopoulos-Moore
made history for Australia by winning the nation its first ever ISU Senior Grand Prix Series Medal. Taking
bronze against experienced competition at Skate Canada International, the team were set to dominate
the podium again at the Finlandia Trophy in Helsinki, Finland. Unfortunately, Golubeva contracted the
Corona virus mere days before the event, which deeply affected the pair’s ability to safely train without
unnecessary risk. Though invevitable, the decision to withdraw was a wise one.

Building on the momentum they established in 2023/2024 on the national and international junior
circuits, USA’'s Naomi Williams and Lachlan Lewer made their ISU Grand Prix Series senior debut

at the 2024 Finlandia Trophy. Competing for the United States (but still a member of the Boondall
Figure Skating Club in suburban Brisbane), Lewer’s rise on the international scene has been lightning
fast. His partnership with Williams clicked immediately, and the team’s coaching staff includes Drew
Meekins (the 2006 World Junior Pairs Champion with Julia Vlassov), Natalia Mishkutenok (the 1992
Olympic Pairs Champion with Artur Dmitriev) and Danny O’Shea (the 2024 U.S. Pairs Champion with
Ellie Kam). Skating two solid routines where they finished eighth against some of the world’s best
teams, the experience held the duo in good stead, and would be good motivation for them leading
into the rest of the local and global season.

The Road to Nationals

The nation’s top elite skaters compete at the O’Brien Icehouse
in the lead up to the 2024 /25 Australian Championships

Last August aussieSKATES had the chance to watch some of our country’s most talented rising stars
and veteran athletes compete for personal bests and podium finishes in person. The 2024 Crystal
Challenge featured an array of standout performances at all levels from basic novice to senior elite.

Located at the O’Brien Icehouse (Docklands), the Melbourne Figure Skating Club kindly gave us permission
to photograph the week-long benchmark event. Meaning, athletes from around the country were critiqued
by the nation’s best judges, and given consideration for berths on the global circuit as well.

Hana Bath and Mia Zeng were two of the skaters that caught our attention.

Bath is trained in Western Australia by the husband and wife team of Evgeni and Maria Bouronov.
If their names sound familiar, the couple were former senior national ice dance champions who
represented Australia numerous times at the international and championship level.

Already known for her powerful array of triple jumps and impressive spins, this season the teenager
has concentrated on choreography, musicality and presentation. Bath’s artistic transition was
obvious. So much, that she was one of the skaters included in the Must Watch Moments highlights reel
from the 2024 ISU Junior Grand Prix of Bangkok. Click here to watch that short presentation.

At the time of publication, it should be noted that Bath will be Australia’s sole representative at the 2025
World Junior Figure Skating Championships this February and early March in Debrecen, Hungary.

Based in Queensland, Mia Zeng is a skater we had already heard a great deal about before seeing
live. Possessed with balletic elegance beyond her years along with every triple jump excluding the
axel, Zeng is one of those rare individuals who appears cool and calm under pressure as well.

Zeng has already made international waves with a significant win in the Advanced Novice Women'’s
Singles category at the 2024 Asian Open Trophy in Hong Kong. There, she beat athletes from China,
Chinese Taipei, Hong Kong, Indonesia, Kazakhstan, Malaysia and South Korea to take the title.

Her coaching team includes Tina Wang, a former women'’s singles champion who skated for Australia
in numerous international competitions, at the World Championships (2008), Four Continents
Championships (2008 & 2009), and the World Junior Championships (2006 & 2007).

At the 2024/25 Australian Figure Skating Championships in Melbourne, both skaters dominated the
overall competition. Bath took the senior women’s title for the second successive year, while Bath and
Zheng placed a respective first and second in the Junior women'’s singles category, and Zheng won
the Advanced Women’s Singles gold as well.

While these talented individuals are too young to qualify for the 2026 Olympic Winter Games next year
in Milano / Cortina in Italy, the road to 2030 and beyond is looking very strong indeed.
